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Clinical use of traditional Chinese medicine Mi Gu decoction in treating postmenopausal osteoporosis Lin wei Wu

[Abstract] Objective To observe the efficacy of traditional Chinese medicine in treating postmenopausal os-
teoporosis. Methods Female rats and women with postmenopausal ostecporosis were studied by measurement of
bone mineral density. Results The BMC/body weight ratio in the rats treated with traditional Chinese medicine
was 0. 026 0. 010g,which was higher than that in the model group, 0. 010+ 0. 006g. The BMD in the menopausal
women treated with traditional Chinese medicine was 0. 902 4 0. 124g. which was higher than that before treat-

ment, 0. 7534 0. 103g(P<C0. 05). Conclusion Traditional Chinese medicine is effective in treating postmencpausal
